Default: Opens the original file into default editor in Windows for this file type (by extension)


Notepad: Opens to Notepad


Wordpad: Opens to Wordpad

· File Location: Exports the original file to any folder

· Alltalk/EQuery outbound: Exports the original file to the Outbound folder.  Allows you to resend the same file.  To resend a single result

· File Location:  Extracts each result as a single file to a specified location

· EQuery Outbound:  Extract each result as a single result file to the Outbound folder for resending.

· As Displayed: Extracts each individual result as a HTML file to a specified location.

Navigation

An Index  is displayed at the type of the file.  

You can hyperlink to any particular result directly from the Index.
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Each Result has hyperlink to the Next, Previous result, and the Index.  You can also Export a single report into a separate HVM window (note this will convert the result to a PIT format result).
Trouble Shooting

1. I see a copyright warning
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ATTrack must be running and connected to the database in order to use HMV.  You can purchase a stand alone license from LRS.
2. There seems to be faulty or extra data displayed in HL7 results.  
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Because not all HL7 messages are constructed alike (some values a located in different fields), the default configuration of HMV includes all data from likely fields.  You need to override the default behaviour of the HL7 interpreter by modifying the HL7Convert interpretation rules.

Export the Interpretation rules to a text file which can be edited.  Click File(HL7( Extract Default HL7 Rules
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If successfully exported, the location of the file will be displayed and the file will open into your default text editor. 
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Each line in the HL7Convert.txt file relates to a piece of information that can be displayed in the Result.  Eg line 3 relates to the Patients date of birth and is located in HL7 Field PID 7

3=DOB|PID7|
Line 13 relates to the Date of Request. In Australia this is usually located in OBR 27.4 although the international standard is to use OBR 6.

13=Request Time|OBR27.4
Carefully inspect your HL7 Messages to determine the best fields to be used for the required data.  You may indicate more than 1 field if data is not always located in the same place.
